NEWS FROM THE
PRINCIPAL

During these winter months when it is often cold and
night falls early, you may have experienced the
hibernation effect. | know | have. After coming
home, there are many evenings when it is
comforting to relax and snuggle in for the night to
enjoy family time together.

In today’s age of technology, there are a multitude of
activites to engage in while spending time
together—television,  movies, video  games,
computers, I-pods, etc. Sometimes we forget to take

has almost become a lost art.

For younger children who have not yet learned to
read, it is extremely important to read to them daily.
Studies have shown that children who have been
read to daily perform better in school and are better
readers. Read stories together, talk about what
happens, play games with the repetition, rhythm,
and rhymes of a story. Have fun with reading
adventures. You do not have to teach your child to
read before school, but enjoy reading to your child.
Not only will this be a special togetherness time, but
you are setting the foundation for building a more
successful reader.

Strong reading skills benefit students in every aspect
of their learning. As adults, we need to ensure that
school-age children actively read—to read not just
the reading assignment for homework, but to read
books for fun and enjoyment.

One of the programs we use for our students in the
elementary and middle school grade levels to help
foster and strengthen reading skills is Accelerated
Reader.

The goals of this web-based program are to:

Promote Reading — Reading more books
and developing a lifelong love for reading are
important to a child’s success.

Improve Test Scores - Independent
reading has a positive impact on a student's
achievement, which has even been demonstrated on
certain standardized tests. The more your child
reads, the better your child is likely to perform.

Develop Language Arts Skills — Reading
develops and promotes comprehension, vocabulary
knowledge, and writing skills that students will use in
all subject areas.

To maximize the benefits of the program, students
are assessed to determine their current reading
levels. They then select a book from the AR list
within  their reading level. Students take
computerized quizzes which evaluate whether they
comprehended the books read. Students may
complete quizzes in their classrooms, in the Harris
Creek Library, or in the Computer Lab. When a child
passes a quiz, he/she accumulates points. As
students accumulate points, they are awarded prizes
such as bookmarks, pencils, erasers, books, and ice
cream parties.

Researchers of the AR program have developed a
formula which when used helps foster the greatest
reading growth. Three things need to occur — 35 Z
90%.

35 Children should read at least 35 minutes a
day.

Z  Students must read within their zone (reading
level).

90% Students ideally should be scoring at least
90% on quizzes.

When students read 35 Z 90%, reading growth is
occurring.

Parents, | encourage you to make time for your
child's reading and, as he/she reads, periodically
check to see if he/she is within the 35 Z 90%. Make
reading a family experience. Happy reading!

Computer Resource News

Typing is the basis for all we do in computer class
and therefore is an essential skill for the students to
learn. We focus strongly on it and typically start
every class with typing. Our first graders are
learning the basic concepts of typing, including
where the home row keys are located and how and
where their fingers should be placed on the
keyboard. These basic skills will be vital in setting
them on the right path. They also explore many
other programs. Some of our favorites include A to
Zap, Mighty Math Zoo Zillions, and Letterbugs.
These programs focus on a wide range of skills from
letters to math and rhyming to spelling. All of our
programs help to supplement the things that they are
learning in class.

Second through fifth grades are concentrating highly
on our typing program, Type to Learn 4. The
program is broken up into “lessons” and we try to
complete at least one lesson per class. However,
many of the students are able to finish more than
one. The program allows the students to strengthen
their typing skills while playing “games” and learning
interesting facts. We also use covers on our
keyboards to teach the students to type with the
correct finger placement instead of trying to look at
the keys. They are all making great progress. As
we continue through the school year, we will also
learn to use programs such as Microsoft Word,
PowerPoint, and Excel. We will have some math fun
with games such as Turbo Math Facts and Splish
Splash Math. A variety of activities in Keyskills will
be explored. The second through fifth graders really
have to put their thinking caps on to play Factory
Deluxe.

From the Council President

Consider the Desert

Temptation is an odd thing. Fundamentally, it holds
no power unless acted upon; and yet, it can be used
powerfully to transform our lives. Many years ago,
Kelly and | experienced an interesting situation
during Lent. After a particularly grueling day spent
cleaning up our apartment in Gulfport, Mississippi,
prior to being transferred to England, we decided to
eat dinner at a restaurant. We were both very tired;
so, when the server asked us what we wanted to
drink, we weren't really thinking about our reply...she
returned with two rum and cokes. Immediately, Kelly
and | looked at each other and realized that neither
one of us could drink the drinks...you see, Kelly had
given up soda for Lent and | had given up alcohol.
We stared at the drinks in silence...aware that Satan
had silently crept into the booth with us. Smiling
wryly, he cast his gaze back and forth between the
drinks and both of us. He had conjured up a most
delightful situation in an attempt to weaken our
connection with God. Well, I'm happy to report that
we sent the drinks back. We resisted
temptation...but it was both interesting and disturbing
to experience such a blatant display by the Great
Tempter.

The account of Jesus’ temptations by the devil in
Matthew 4:1-11 provides an opportunity to explore
the role of temptation in our lives:

“Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the
wilderness to be tempted by the devil. He
fasted forty days and forty nights, and
afterwards he was famished. The tempter
came and said to him, ‘If you are the Son of
God, command these stones to become
loaves of bread. But he answered, ‘It is
written, “One does not live by bread alone, but
by every word that comes from the mouth of
God.” Then the devil took him to the holy city
and placed him on the pinnacle of the temple,
saying to him, ‘If you are the Son of God,
throw yourself down; for it is written, “He will
command his angels concerning you,” and
“On their hands they will bear you up, so that
you will not dash your foot against a stone.”
Jesus said to him, ‘Again it is written, “Do not
put the Lord your God to the test.” Again, the

devil took him to a very high mountain and
showed him all the kingdoms of the world and
their splendor; and he said to him, ‘All these |
will give you, if you will fall down and worship
me.” Jesus said to him, ‘Away with you,
Satan! For it is written, “Worship the Lord your
God, and serve only him.” Then the devil left
him, and suddenly angels came and waited
on him.”

What fascinates me about this passage is that the
Holy Spirit led Jesus to be tempted. Up to now, my
concept of the Holy Spirit was that it would lead me
‘beside quiet waters,” and that my job in life was to
find these benevolent places so | could sit still and
listen. But Ash Wednesday and the season of Lent
remind us it’s not about water, holy or otherwise; it's
about dust...from dust we have come and to dust we
shall return. Lent is our time to consider the desert.
Just like a star athlete, Jesus ‘“trained” in the
desert...he honed his skills against the forces of evil,
against the temptations of the devil, ensuring he was
able to deal effectively with evil during his ministry.
Similarly, visiting the desert and experiencing
temptation is necessary for us to mature spiritually in
order to effectively do God’'s work in the world.
Thankfully, God’s mercy provides for the Holy Spirit
to remain with us through our trials. The Spirit
helped Jesus meet each of the temptations by
focusing His mind on scripture, on the Word of God.
If we allow it, the same Spirit will be there during our
difficult, but necessary journeys in the desert; to help
us remain focused on God’s will and purpose for our
lives.

In Romans 12:1, Paul tells us to offer our bodies to
God as a living sacrifice...out there’s more! In the
next verse, he emphasizes the importance of
spiritual growth as well...while we offer our physical
being, we are to be transformed by renewing our
minds. This is our Lenten journey, the reason for our
time in the desert.

This Ash Wednesday, remember the glorious
elements from which we are created — and give
thanks. Acknowledge one God, to whom we belong,
and without whom no truly good thing can exist.
Consider the desert and why we need to enter it...to
be reworked, renewed, and transformed.
